 St. Monica's Wednesday Farmers' Market was a true success 
this past season.  Our goals were to make St. Monica's known in 
the area and to raise money for the general fund through fees for 
spaces.  Our first year approximately $5000 was raised.  This 
year we increased our contribution to the general fund to 
$7800.  Also, Lorraine Maurer came for 6 or 7 weeks to sell jew-
elry from Guatemala for Penny Rombacher's Miracles in Ac-
tion.  She was able to send over $1700 to Penny, which is cred-
ited to us as Outreach. 
   

 Our name is also becoming known in the community and we 
are attracting additional vendors and more shoppers.  It is very 
satisfying to have vendors contact us to see if we can find a spot 
for them because they hear that we have such a friendly atmos-
phere.  We also feel fortunate that many vendors already are let-
ting us know they plan to participate next season.   
  

 We will be opening again on November 7, so remember to 
mark your calendars on Wednesday afternoons to see who is 
with us for the season.   If you can spare 3 hours to help us once 
or twice a month we would really appreciate it.  We will have an 
organizational meeting in September and post a sign up sheet at 
that time.

It’s also a 
great time to rest up and relax a bit 
before the next session. 
 

 And of course food is a must, so 
each day there will be snack time 
for everyone.  In Skydive Diner, 
some of the snacks served will be 
designed to be a reminder of the 
message or lesson of the day. 
 

 For that week, VBS will run 
from 9:00am until 12:00pm. To 
make our VBS a success we need 
fun-loving, creative, kid-loving and/
or food-loving people to help with a 
variety of jobs.  Some of the work 
is needed in advance for planning, 
decorating and acquisition of sup-
plies.

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Praying Together in Worship  

 
On May 20th, we begin our summer worship schedule, with 
services at 5 p.m. on Saturday, 7:45 and 10 a.m. on Sunday. 
 
 Our Eucharistic Prayer for June 2/3 through Labor Day 
will come from Enriching Our Worship, the supplemental 
liturgical resource for The Episcopal Church.  The Great 
Thanksgiving I have selected celebrates creation and the 
life, death, resurrection and ascension of Jesus Christ.  It 
feels appropriate for the summer, when we relish a more 
relaxed schedule, more time to enjoy the outdoors, time to 
be “on vacation,” time for re-creation. 
 

 Our 7:45 service continues to worship with Rite 1. 
 

 June 2/3 is Trinity Sunday – the only day on our church 
calendar when we celebrate a theological doctrine, rather 
than an event in the life of Jesus or the church, or a saint.  
The early church wrestled for 400+ years before agreeing on 
the concept of God as Three in One and One in Three, un-
derstanding that Jesus is fully divine and fully human, and 
that the Holy Spirit is co-equal with the Father and the Son.  
For me, the concept of the Trinity is one of the “mysteries 
of the faith.”  I can’t say that I really understand it – but I 
have experienced God’s presence in my life in all three 
forms.  So I am content to just say, “I can’t explain it, but I 
know it to be true.” 
 

 After Trinity Sunday, we return to the gospel of Mark, 
except for 5 weeks in late July to mid-August when we read 
the 6th chapter of John.  Our New Testament readings will 
come from 2nd Corinthians, Ephesians, James and Hebrews 
– all letters with much to say to the 21st century church.  Our 
lessons from the Hebrew Scriptures will include 1st and 2nd 
Samuel, 1st Kings, and the “writings” – Proverbs, Song of 
Solomon, Esther, Job, and Ruth.  Samuel and Kings tell the 
story of Saul, David and Solomon – what happened when 
God gave the people a king, how the nation of Israel united, 
grew and then divided.  They include many of the wonder-
ful stories from our history. 
 

 I encourage you to come to church this summer – wher-
ever you are.  When you’re in Naples, join us at St. 
Monica’s.  When you’re away – find a church where you 
are visiting. Remember, the first rule of the spiritual life is 
to show up!  Worshipping in community is an irreplaceable 
part of your spiritual growth.

 I just read about a new startup company founded by Facebook co-founder Dustin Moskovitz. 
Moskovitz is 27 years old, has no need to "make a living" anymore and yet he is back at work, start-
ing a company from the ground up.    

 Facebook co-founder Dustin Moskovitz is a self-made billionaire. But the 27-year-old isn't sip-
ping champagne in the Caribbean; Moskovitz and his friend/partner Justin Rosenstein, a former 
Facebooker himself worth $150 million, just brought their new startup to the marketplace.   The 
pair said they come to work every day because, their fortunes already made, they still have to do 
something with their lives. 
 "When we think of work, we think of work as an act of service, as an act of love for humanity," 
said Rosenstein, 28. 
 Added Moskovitz: "If we were just retired, we wouldn't be serving anyone." 

 Did you get that last line? They realize that if they were to just retire, they would be serving no 
one but themselves.   A billionaire and multimillionaire going back to work in hopes of making mil-
lions more isn't exactly going to tug on a lot of heart strings. But here's what struck me about 
Moskovitz and Rosenstein: They now have everything they need and so they are trying to make 
career choices with a heart of service. 

 I'm going to start with the assumption that you, like myself, are not a billionaire, and that 
when you grow up, you will have to work for a living. And like me, you may feel at times like you 
don't have everything you need. So, perhaps you need the same wakeup call that I do. 

You have everything you need. 
 Is that really true? We are promised in Philippians 4:19 that God will supply every need we 
have according to his riches in Glory in Christ Jesus. And a promise from God is as good as done, so 
yes, you have everything you need, and I have everything I need. 

 Of course, we have a tendency to confuse our wants and our needs. But that's for another day. 

 Here's the connection (a bit loose, I admit) with the article on our billionaire/millionaire 
friends: they understand they have everything they need. In the same way, we need to understand 
that we have everything we need. And if we understood that, wouldn't that change just about 
every decision we made? Wouldn't that change how we serve others? 

What if we served others as though we 
really did have everything we need?  
 As though there's nothing good that God has held back from us; as though we have been for-
given, though we were indebted beyond measure; as though there is nothing in this world that 
could possibly separate us from the love of God.  Wouldn't it be amazing to be able to joyously 
serve, knowing every need you have was met?  Then just think about how fed you would be by 
nurturing others?  Why don’t you pray about it and then look at all the opportunities you have to 
show your service?

Introduction 
 

What is The Journey to Adulthood? 
 
• A program of spiritual formation for young people that 
 

 □ provides a liturgical frame for their experience in our  modern culture 
 

 □ celebrates their individuality and their  creative potential  
 

 □ instructs them in skills needed for successful adult  
  participation in church  and society 
 
• Based on two key concepts 
 

 □ Manhood and womanhood are gifts from God 
 

 □ Adulthood must be earned 
 
• Includes in-depth exploration of 
 

 □ Self   
 □ Sexuality 
 □ Spirituality  
 □ Society 
 
• Follows the imperatives of the Baptismal Covenant 
 
• Enables young people to discover and experience the love of God 
 
How does it work? 
 
Christian formation is a lifelong process; this program gives young people 
a firm foundation on which to build. The curriculum falls into three distinct 
phases, each of which is two years in length: Rite-13, J2A (Journey to 
Adulthood) and YAC (Young Adults in the Church), with the support and 
guidance of committed, faithful adults. 

Rite-13 
The Rite-13 curriculum assists young people as they take the first steps of passage away from their families and 
into their own lives. It begins with a liturgical celebration of the gift of womanhood and manhood. During the next 
two years, the community acknowledges the gift of gender, celebrates the amazing creative power and potential 
of these young people, and creates a safe haven to explore new ideas, new interests and new abilities. 
In the fall 2012 our 6th and 7th graders will form our new Rite-1 group. 

J2A 
Journey to Adulthood (J2A) is the core program which blends action and contemplation in teaching young peo-
ple faithful living. To prepare them for adulthood, they learn six basic skills: 
 □ active listening 
 □ negotiation 
 □ assertion 
 □ research/information management 
 □ partnership 
 □ leadership 
 
The program also helps them understand and affirm Christian living. After two years they are given an opportu-
nity for Confirmation and are acknowledged in the community as equipped for new levels of responsibility. They 
are recognized as young adults, rather than children, and invited to make a holy pilgrimage. 

 



YAC 
 Young Adults in the Church (YAC) encourages older youth to take on adult responsibilities in all aspects of par-
ish life and the community. They are challenged to become good stewards of their time, talent and treasure. 
Guided by adult advisers, they use the Anglican model of Scripture, reason and the tradition of the Church to 
guide the lifelong pilgrimage in their faith. 

The Journey to Adulthood is a systematic curriculum within a complete youth program 

The Journey to Adulthood balances Bible study, prayer, and both serious and playful activities to nurture the whole 
person during the treacherous passage from childhood to adulthood. Leaders model living the faith and remind 
young people of the ever-present love and mercy of God. 

The Journey to Adulthood promise: 
If you seek the Christ, together we will find him.

“What young people want and need are adults who build caring relationships with them, who are willing to address the diffi-
cult issues in their lives, and provide opportunities for service in the church and community.”   The Search Institute 

Will you be one of those adults?  The Journey to Adulthood program has been a success at St. Monica’s be-
cause of the wonderful adults who have been part of the program since its beginning in 2000.  Fall 2012 is the 
time when we begin new groups, so we need new leaders for each one.  Leaders make a 2-year commitment to 
the group they are leading.  As in most endeavors of this kind, leaders say that they gain as much as they give.

• Able to attend Sunday mornings and the occasional special 

event/project

• Respectful of the integrity of the family 
• Able to model and teach the skills of adulthood 
• Not easily shocked, but easily amused 
• Willing to try new ideas and explore new relationships 
• Flexible 
• Kind 
• Emotionally stable and secure with a healthy dose of self-

esteem 
• Willing to function as role models
